THE GROUND FAULT CIRCUIT INTERRUPTER

This machine 5 equipped with 2 Grownd Faslt Clrcult
Interrupler which i desigeed to prevant 2 serious elactical
shiock. This device should be tested on the job sile BEFORE
putting 1he maching into operation, & 1ollows:

1, To erduee proliction againg! electrical shock, 1831 the
davice before sach usa. Whan hast bufton is pushed in,
the indicaior Bght snould go OFF. Reactivabe the device by
pushing the reset butbon in, IF the indicator light goes ON,
the device is ready for use. DO MOT use the device i the:
mdicalos Bghy do2s mol o ON WHEN RESET or i the
indicator fight AREMAINS ON, whan the TEST BUTTON 15
PUSHED IN.

NOTE: Faor larger lines, it will be necessary o répeet steps
5 annough 5 wilh @ lmger 100l o Blade @fler 1he abslruction
has besn penetrated.

REMOVING CABLE CAGE

Whenever it is necassary 10 remove the cable cage from the
mathine, disconnec all power, manually nemivg thi V-bell by
turning the cable cage by hand and furning the bett off the large
pilley. Then rams the retzaning elip lrom the end ol the shalt
and slide cable cage off. Aaverse the above procadure in replac-
ing thw caile cage. It is usually easier o replace the cable cage
wilh The maching kid on its Bck 50 thal the Staf i in a verical
position. MAKE SURE T REPLACE THE BELT GUARD.

REMOVING THE HANDLE

The handle can be removed from Be machine for compact
sloeage of wnit or for work i crawl spaces by backing off
the two thumb screws. When replacing the handle, be Sure
the thumb Screw fips engage in the cornesponding holes in
the: handia.
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
